“| hung around the AA program for eight years before | finally surrendered to a
Higher Power and AA. Each time | walked through the doors (usually drunk), | was
greeted with open arms, and throughout each meeting | understood that "these
people” had found something | wanted: The Secret to staying sober.
After each meeting, | used to corner whomever had the most sobriety and ask them
what The Secret was, and each time | was told that to find out | had to keep coming
to meetings.
This was not an acceptable answer! | didn't have time to go to meetings when | had

The Third Legacy - Service

In 2006, the 56t Annual meeting of the General Service Conference was held in
New York. The General Service Conference provides direction to the trustees of
AA, oversees the service arms of A.A. and guides A.A. into it's future. This is
accomplished through service commitments from Delegates who have been
elected by AA Group GSR's across the world.

But it wasn't always so. For the first 20 years of A.A. there was no structure in
place to pass on the reigns of guidance and leadership. Bill W. realized that A.A.
could actually disappear overnight if the founding members left no legacy to
carry on. New members would need to take over where the oldtimers left off and
continue to carry the message and service of the A.A. traditions. They realized
that they must pass the torch to new generations of Alcoholics.

Here are Bill W.’s words from a talk in front of A.A.’s in Fort Worth Texas in 1954.

“...S0 there was a long discussion, in which | had a sad falling out with a good
many of my friends, some of whom had been trustees, and it was quite a bitter
and harrowing chapter in our affairs, which none of you know about.

This struggle, to see whether this movement would always be headed by a self-
perpetuating hierarchy of oldtimers, or whether these affairs, so vital to the
welfare of A.A. all over the world, should be turned over to you. [AA Groups
around the world].

And finally, after six years of hassling about it, | finally got the consent of the
Board of Trustees to come out to you, and tell you this story and to say:

“Here is a means, which in an experimental form, we have put in a pamphlet
marked ‘The Third Legacy.’

“Here is a means by which you can get some delegates and state
committeemen, and send folks up to New York, to take charge and to take over
what is now your business.

“And so why don’t you come up there and look this deal over, and the trustees
will agree to make themselves responsible to you instead of to nobody.

“And you look it over and see what you think about it, and if at the end of four
years you like the way that it's temporarily laid out, then we'll drive a plug in this
thing, then we oldtimers up there, including yours truly, will say, “Look folks,
these vital services are yours to have and to hold.”

“This Conference of delegates shall hereafter be the custodians and the
guardians of our Traditions. This is yours. This is the remainder of your Third
Legacy. Will you accept it?”

So, since 1951 we have been holding these yearly Conferences, to see whether
this movement was interested enough, was responsible enough, felf those
services were worthwhile enough, to maintain so long as God will need this
society.

And | think that it's the conclusion of every delegate who has been there that
yes, we should take these things over.

So, in 1955 we purpose to hold an International Convention, at which time, on
behalf of the oldtimers, and of Smithy and me, we shall say to you, here is the
remainder of your Third Legacy.

This Conference shall become our successor.

To you we hand the last torch. Carry on. Face your destiny with surety and
courage, and God love you.”

The General Service Conference continues to this day to shape the future
of A.A.. Bill W. has passed the torch on down to all of us. Will you
help to keep it burning and carry it on to the next level? Volunteer to
help out at all levels of A.A. organization. Group, Area, National. All
need your help.
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so many important things to do: | had a wife, a house, a family, a job, etc.

So | did it my way. After only seven treatment centers, a mental institution, a
divorce, and my local hospitals telling me that | was no longer welcome, did it begin
to dawn on me that my way might be flawed.

And | still didn't know The Secret. | finally convinced (begged) one of the treatment
centers | had been in to give me one more chance, promising that | would do
anything to get sober. They accepted me only on the condition that | commit myself
to a long-term treatment facility one hundred miles away, and as soon as an
opening became available, off | went.

A year later (six months more than required), | moved to a small town in southern
lllinois and started college because | knew | couldn't stay sober in the retail
business | had been in.

Today, I'm married to a wonderful woman who is also in the program and am
continuing my education beginning with my understanding of how it works. The
Secret is, there is no Secret! Working the Steps with a sponsor, going to meetings,
helping others, and above all, keeping God and sobriety first have kept me sober
almost five years now. | always had heard that things in plain sight are the hardest
